Course Description and Instructional Goals:

This course is designed to provide students the opportunity to learn and be able to do the mathematics designated for Common Core Algebra. Curriculum, instruction, and assessment will enable students explore the following topics this semester:
· Unit 1: Quadratics Revisited (1st semester)








· Unit 2: Operations with Polynomials (1st semester)
· Unit 3: Polynomial Functions (1st semester)
· Unit 4: Rational Relationships (1st semester)

Supplies: 
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Each student should keep a math notebook.  A 3-ring binder with lined paper, as well as graphing paper is required. The organization of the notebook will be discussed in class.  Students also will need pencils. At least one dry erase marker is recommended as we will use individual dry erase boards often.  

Calculator: 
Two types of calculators will be used in this course; graphing and non-graphing. Our teachers at Pope are most comfortable with the TI-83, or TI-84+ graphing calculators and the TI-30 or TI-34 Multiview.  Each student is required to at least have their own TI-30 or TI-34 Multiview.
